Thanks for allowing Jennifer Mitchell to participate on the SELPA Speech and Language
Taskforce Committee. The Speech and Language Taskforce has met over the past two years to
develop guidelines for School Based Speech and Language Services for the San Mateo County
SELPA member LEAs. These guidelines are being presented to speech/language pathologists
who work or contract with the districts in the SELPA. The first presentation is on March 30™.
Due to the number of people who enrolled in this training, the SELPA is repeating the training
on April 17™.

The School Based Speech and Language Guidelines will provide speech/language pathologists
with guidance on entry and exit criteria for speech and language eligibility. It also includes
sections on accessing English learners and response to instruction and intervention strategies to
prevent over identification of students in the area of speech and language. In addition, the
guidelines include an extensive appendix with many valuable resources for speech/language
pathologists.

Jennifer’s contribution to this commitiee was invaluable. She attended many meetings during
the past two years, worked on sections of the guidelines on her own time and developed training
modules for the presentation of the School Based Speech and Language Guidelines. Her
contribution and commitment to this work will benefit all of the districts in the SELPA.

Mrs. Dayeh and
Ms. van der Molen reported on the program objectives, curriculum and work across
grade levels to ensure the success of the students. The teachers offered ideas to improve
parent/teacher communication and presented a proposed Preschool/Pre-K model for
consideration. The administration and Trustees recognized the teachers for an
impressive presentation.

The fiscal year ended with a
General Fund balance of $1,028,506, representing a fund balance of 11.2% reserve. No
audit adjustments were reported. On a motion by Rudy Driscoll, seconded by Marc
Tarpenning, the 2010-11 Financial Audit Report was approved by a 4-0 vote. Trustee
Kevin Johnson was absent.

2012-13 Budget Update and Planning

Chief Business Official Robin Wasco provided an update on the Governor’s proposed
State budget for the 2012-13 school year and the enacted 2011-12 mid-year cuts. The
increase in State revenue for fiscal year 2011-12 is $95,576 and the possible decrease

for fiscal year 2012-13 is $104,672.

Dr. Beth Polito and teacher Ginger Waters presented three versions of proposed
2012-13 school calendars for review and discussion. The administration, Trustees, staff
and parents commented on the proposals, including start and end dates and staff
development day options. The first day of school will not be scheduled before August
